Divisions II format: 18 players a-side with 6 interchange players (24 players max.)

Divisions III: 16 players a-side (Captains of each team if in agreement may choose to run a different number, which must be worked out prior to the games start time and umpires must be notified. No maximum number of players for Division 3)

Division IV: 14-16 players a-side (Captains of each team must be in agreement on the number of players and the umpires must be notified. Any disagreements will be resolved by the Tournament Committee. No maximum number of players in the Reserves Division)

Women’s format: 14  players a-side (Captains of each team if in agreement may choose to run a different number, which must be worked out prior to the games start time and umpires must be notified.)

All games are subject to the 50/50 rule (i.e. maximum of 50% Nationals on field at any given field)
Games will be played in 2 x 20 minute halves with a 7-minute half time break
